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B&NES Children and Young People’s Network
Terms of Reference
Purpose

· To provide information and support to Voluntary and Community Sector organisations working with Children and Young People in B&NES.
· To provide a network for Voluntary and Community Sector organisations working with Children and Young People in B&NES.
· To enable and support Voluntary and Community Sector organisations working with Children and Young People in B&NES to be represented at strategic level.

Meetings

The Children and Young People’s Network will meet 6 times a year.
Meetings will take place in an accessible venue and rotated around the authority in order to best accommodate members to attend. The meetings will alternate between daytime and evening meetings and will last no longer than 2 hours.

Where the agenda allows, time will be allocated for networking and organisations can display information, leaflets and publicity about events at each network meeting.

Membership of the Children and Young People’s Network will be open to all those working with Children and Young People in B&NES.
Officers
The Network will be chaired by a nominated person at each meeting unless a Chair comes forward who is willing and able to act as Chair for a period of a year. 

The Network Co-ordinator will take notes of the meetings and circulate to all members of the network.

Executive

An executive made of up to 10% of the total membership will be formed in order to set agendas and help plan and monitor the programme work plan of the Network Co-ordinator.

The Executive will meet 6 times a year, alternating with Network meetings.
Members can stand for executive places and should there be more people than spaces, an election will be held at the next Network meeting. Nominated people will be asked to contribute a short written piece about their current work role and what they could contribute to the Executive.
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
