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2. Feedback from Caroline Haworth (Children’s Trust  Board) 17.03.11

· Board agreed the final draft of the Children and Young people’s Plan (CYPP) which will be for 2011- 2014 with the overall vision “We want all Children and Young people to enjoy childhood and be well prepared for adult life”

· The feedback from the consultation including feedback from children and young people has been incorporated. 
The Children and Young People’s Network agreed that where VCS organisations have a website, whether they receive funding of not from B&NES, that a link be made to the CYPP.

· The Plan is about supporting ALL children across B&NES and is owned by everyone providing services in B&NES. The link will be sent round shortly.

· An outcomes based framework is being developed which will sit alongside the commissioning intentions in terms of reporting progress for the life of the Plan. Please have a look at the attachment and feedback any suggestions as to the reporting and measuring progress to caroline@bapp.org.uk 

Also attached is a Public health summary which is an excellent summary of the changes to public health.

· As part of the new governance for the Children Trust, there will be a new Executive group called a Reference group which will have Caroline Haworth as the VS representative on.

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3. Councils pilot payment-by-results
A groundbreaking six-month pilot project is under way with three large local authorities to assess how payment-by-results models can be successfully adopted in children's services. Social Finance, an ethical investment bank, is working alongside Essex County Council, Liverpool Council, and Manchester Council to investigate the potential for social impact bonds (SIB), a form of payment-by-results, to fund services targeted at vulnerable children, young people and their families.

4. Update on Criminal Record Regime and Vetting and Barring Scheme (VBS)

The government has unveiled plans to scale back the VBS and criminal records regime which seek to protect children, young people and vulnerable adults. The proposals, which come after a review of the existing system include:
· The merging of the Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) and independent Safeguarding Authority (ISA) to form a new body providing a barring and criminal records checking service.

· A large reduction in the number of positions requiring checks to those working most closely and regularly with children and vulnerable adults.
· Portability of criminal records checks between jobs.

· An end to a requirement for those working or volunteering with vulnerable groups to register with the VBS and then be continuously monitored by the ISA.

· Review the scope of CRB checks to ensure that they are not a distinctive to people putting themselves forward for volunteering.

6. Barclays Bank launches £15m financial skills programme for young people

Barclays Bank is to invest £15m over the next three years to help improve the financial skills of young people in the UK. The Barclays Money Skills programme will be run in partnership with Action for Children, the National Youth Agency and the National Skills Academy for Financial Services. It aims to reach one million young people by 2012.

Under the proposals, more than 120 Barclays staff will work alongside Action for Children project workers to provide intensive coaching on money management issues. Sessions will be held at 31 projects across the UK, with the target of reaching 2,500 people from disadvantaged backgrounds.

7. Portability of CRB Checks

The Criminal Records Bureau has announced that it intends to make it possible for employers to share CRB checks, reducing the need for multiple checks. The Government aims to introduce this as part of legislation in the Freedom Bill, once detailed proposals have been modelled, developed and tested.

Summary of the programme
