4. Don't be afraid to approach funders if you're in trouble
They might help you out, says Andrew Studd, a partner at Russell-Cooke solicitors

When a charity is facing financial difficulties, it can be tempting for trustees to hide this from existing funders for fear of losing their support. But trustees should be prepared to engage funders in the situation, because they can play a key role in helping a charity to survive.

It is not generally in the funder's interest to act punitively if a charity is facing problems. They invested in the charity because they wanted to achieve social outcomes, and if these are in jeopardy then a funder's main concern should be to preserve them.

Trustees can and should feel able to approach funders for their views about projects funded by them, and the funders should, in turn, be prepared to listen, at the very least. Some will not, but those who do can greatly help trustees to make decisions merely by saying what they would prefer to happen.

Funders might even choose to invest further transition funds if they can see a sustainable outcome.

“We hope that the grants will help to launch aspiring projects, as well as supporting new ideas from existing providers of youth services.”

Organisations are eligible to apply for funding if they are non-statutory, not for profit, and inclusive. Applicants must be willing and able to provide positive activities and/or engagement work for young people and these should contribute to one or more of the Every Child Matters outcomes.

The funding panel, which will include young people from Bath & North East Somerset, will meet in September 2011, November 2011 and February 2012, to make decisions about the recipients of the Youth Enablement Fund. The first closing date for applications is Thursday 8 September.

Summary of the programme

Every child deserves the best start in life, but we know that some grow up in difficult circumstances. Some families experience multiple and complex problems – for example, to do with poor health, unemployment, debt or housing problems – which can affect their children’s wellbeing and life chances.

The Improving Futures programme aims to improve outcomes for children within these families.

Following extensive consultation with public and voluntary sector organisations, we have decided to fund partnerships that can offer joined-up support and provision for families with multiple and complex problems at a local level. Interested parties need to be aware of the following:
