12. The Big Lottery Fund Millenium Now Programme
Closing date: 13 December 2011

Applications must specifically fit one of the Millennium Now project types and meet all three of the following outcomes:

· Creating stronger connections between people and communities

· Developing creative projects that have UK-wide relevance

· Communities are involved in designing and delivering projects
The programme will make five grants between £1,500,000 and £2,000,000 for projects running over two years.

The journeys of the five organisations that receive funding from us will be filmed by Channel 4 for a new five-part series which will air in late-2012. Organisations that are thinking of applying will need to show willingness to be filmed throughout the development of their project as this is a key requirement of the programme.

13. Communitybuilders Reopens Offering Loan Finance to Charities

The £27m regeneration loan fund Communitybuilders has reopened to charities and will make up to six "flagship" investments in community regeneration projects. Sums of between £250,000 and £750,000 will be available for activities such as buying and renovating property, and professional costs associated with it, or for the purchase of equipment such as vehicles and IT infrastructure, it was reported in Third Sector.

The fund was set up by the Labour government to help community-led organisations become more sustainable through a mixture of loans, grants and business support. It was suspended pending a review by the Coalition government in July last year, then reopened for a time shortly afterwards for applicants who had to spend funds within a seven-week period. In March, it was made a permanently endowed fund.

Communitybuilders, which is managed by the Social Investment Business, will supply between 20 and 50 per cent of any funding package, with organisations expected to find the remainder from other match-funders.

14. Grimples Green Grants

The aim of this £40,000 grant fund is to help fund local community environmentally friendly projects. Up to £2,000 and a one off grant of up to £10,000 available for a chosen project. Is a large grant making charity that supports organisations and charities for initiatives and projects that address social inequality and economic disadvantage. The small grants programme is for grants of £500 to £20,000 and your income must be less than £150,000. Its Young People category covers projects maximising the potential of young people who experience educational, social and economic disadvantage; including young people in, or leaving care. There is also support for homelessness projects, carers, drug and alcohol work etc. There is also a main grants programme for larger applications/organisations.
