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2. Workforce Reform Steering Group 17th May

I attended this meeting; we reviewed the previous Workforce Action Plan, worked through and made changes to the Workforce Reform Action Plan 2011-14 (I added in bits to ensure it involved the voluntary sector).
We discussed how the voluntary sector can access the Safer recruitment audit tool and NB suggested if JF could put this on the public website I could then distribute this to the Voluntary network for information and use. 

CWDC (Children’s Workforce Development Council) will remain until April 2012 when full responsibilities will be transferred to the DFE (Department of Education). CWDC will fund 6 priority areas for 2011-12- Social work reform, early year’s workforce, Education psychology, family and parenting work, residential social care workers and the yp’s workforce. There now is no regional CWDC lead for IW or WF development. Information about this funding has been sent out to the WFR group. 

NB highlighted the poor uptake of the online NSPCC educare programme which covers basic child protection for non frontline staff such as admin, refuge collectors and park workers. I asked if we could have some places for the voluntary sector and NB said she would have a discussion with Maurice Lindsey about whether some places can be offered to the Voluntary sector. 

3. 11-18 Preventative Strategy Group

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4. Munro Review of child protection
The final report of Eileen Munro’s review of child protection has been released.

5. Update on Criminal Record Regime and Vetting and Barring Scheme (VBS)

The government has unveiled plans to scale back the VBS and criminal records regime which seek to protect children, young people and vulnerable adults. The proposals, which come after a review of the existing system include:
· The merging of the Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) and independent Safeguarding Authority (ISA) to form a new body providing a barring and criminal records checking service.

· A large reduction in the number of positions requiring checks to those working most closely and regularly with children and vulnerable adults.
· Portability of criminal records checks between jobs.

· An end to a requirement for those working or volunteering with vulnerable groups to register with the VBS and then be continuously monitored by the ISA.

· Review the scope of CRB checks to ensure that they are not a distinctive to people putting themselves forward for volunteering.

6. Portability of CRB Checks

The Criminal Records Bureau has announced that it intends to make it possible for employers to share CRB checks, reducing the need for multiple checks. The Government aims to introduce this as part of legislation in the Freedom Bill, once detailed proposals have been modelled, developed and tested.

7. Intensive intervention project saves £280,000 per child
A pilot project to support vulnerable young children has been found to save £280,000 per child over five years at a cost of just £35,000.

An evaluation of intensive intervention projects (IIP), which launched in 2008 in 20 areas in England, found that a whole family approach, relatively small caseloads and flexible working hours helped to effectively engage young people and families, and support them over time.

The aim of the projects was to turn around the lives of up to 1,000 of the most challenging young people, aged eight to 19, each year through addressing a range of factors.

The average cost of a successfully closed case was about £35,000, but the projects generated average savings from prevented expenditure over five years of about £280,000 per person – savings of £8 for every £1 spent.

Researchers found the strengths of the model to include the use of personalised budgets and multi-agency support.

"The relationship between IIP workers, young people and other family members or social peers was the central and most significant factor in achieving positive change," the report states. "This was based upon a persistent, non-judgemental and assertive approach."

Problems of young people and their families were found to be underpinned by five key factors — learning difficulties, violence, bereavement, family break-up and mental health issues.

Summary of the programme

The Improving Futures programme aims to improve outcomes for children within these families.

Following extensive consultation with public and voluntary sector organisations, we have decided to fund partnerships that can offer joined-up support and provision for families with multiple and complex problems at a local level. Interested parties need to be aware of the following:
