2. New government unit to co-ordinate help for troubled families
A dedicated family unit is to be set up to co-ordinate intensive support for troubled families across central government departments, CYP Now has learned. The unit is a key part of David Cameron's bid to transform the lives of the 120,000 most troubled families by 2015.

At present, the Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG), the Department for Education (DFE) and the Department for Work and Pensions all fund various schemes to support families with multiple needs, as do local authorities and charities across the country.

A DCLG spokesman confirmed the unit will be housed in the department. It will synchronise existing work and bring together central government funding streams to fund such initiatives.

Christine Davies, chief executive of the Centre for Excellence and Outcomes in Children and Young People's Services, said the unit has the potential to end the fragmented way in which family intervention work has been carried out to date. "Rather than having a scattergun approach and a series of parallel initiatives, which is a real danger, particularly post-riots, we need to be absolutely clear about what makes a difference," she said.

13. Bag4sport

B4S is a social enterprise based in Wiltshire, which supports nurseries, sports clubs, churches, community organisations, schools, and charities across the UK by turning unwanted and useless clothing into useful cash, at zero cost. In the last year we have helped over 1000 organisations raise funding through our program, as well as providing equipment and sponsorship too.B4S also helps to encourage recycling, and provides affordable clothing for those in less privileged countries, where the unused clothes are sent for textile recycling.
 
Getting involved is simple: B4S bags or posters are issued to the organisation, each with a letter, and given out to members/parents etc, who then fill them with unwanted clothes (inc shoes, belts, caps, bags etc), bed linen and soft toys. This is then collected on an agreed date, weighed, and a receipt issued. B4S then pay the organisation 40p per kilo (£400 per tonne), and issue a certificate of achievement. Cheques are sent out within 4-6 weeks.
 
B4S can also deliver a short presentation/assembly if necessary to raise awareness of recycling and scheme, and storage issues can be resolved by the clothes being donated on the collection date when we are on site.50 full bags could earn a organisation as much as £200, and B4S will pay a further 2% on top for donations over a tonne.
 
Organisations can also choose to have some, or the entire amount paid to a development enterprise of your choice, or to one of our affiliates.B4S are also in partnership with Afrikit, a scheme where unused kits and equipment can be donated to grass roots teams in the developing world.

The service is free for the first 3 months. The service costs £60 +VAT (£72) annually thereafter. There is a one-off assessment charge of £40 +VAT (£48) to groups unknown to Quartet Community Foundation who complete an application form.

16. Community action against crime: innovation fund
The Community action against crime: Innovation fund encourages creative new approaches to tackling crime.  The fund is worth £5 million in 2011/12, with a further £5 million set aside for 2012/13.  It will encourage greater community activism and enable communities to develop innovative approaches to tackling the local crime issues that matter to them.
The fund will encourage effective partnerships to get everybody working together to tackle crime. It will be used to encourage voluntary and community groups to work with their community safety partnership to tackle local crime problems, including through co-design and co-delivery of initiatives to cut crime. Applications from grassroots community activists who are not traditional recipients of government grants are encouraged. 
Community action against crime: Innovation fund is funded by the Home Office and delivered by the Community Development Foundation (CDF).
The following criteria will be used to make funding decisions. All applications must show that they:

· are innovative

· deliver lasting benefit

· have involved local communities

· tackle crime issues that matter to the local community, with a particular focus on antisocial behaviour, crime in local neighbourhoods, drug/alcohol related crime, reducing re-offending, violence against women and girls, and youth crime.
While we do not want to dictate how projects are delivered, we will award additional credit to applications that can demonstrate that they meet the following desirable criteria:
· Partnership working between the voluntary and community sector, and the local community safety partnership, or one of its constituent statutory agencies

· Partnership working between the voluntary and community sector and local private sector organisations. This could be through joint project working, or through match-funding (in cash, time, or goods and services provided without payment as a public service)

· Local community involvement in the design or the delivery of the project.

· The fund is open for applications from 05 September 2011, to 01 December 2011.

17. Take a look at the Community Grants programme

South West Foundation, in Partnership with the Learning Curve and the Skills Funding Agency, will shortly be opening a new grant programme for the South West. The Community Grants programme, funded by the European Social Fund and the Skills Funding Agency, is aimed at supporting voluntary and community organisations with charitable aims, to deliver projects that will help and support people furthest removed from the labour market to pick up the skills and confidence that will enable them to move toward employment. Grants up to £12,000 will be available although it is envisaged that most grants will be in the region of £6,000 to £8,000. The process will be an open and competitive tendering process and once this begins (probably in October) there will not be any scope to ask South West Foundation any further questions about it.  If you are interested in this fund, please contact them now if you have any questions, before the fund opens for applications.
