National News and Information
2. Every disabled child matters (EDCM)

EDCM has written a briefing paper on what the coalition government’s spending review means for disabled children including its support for personal budgets, an early intervention grant, and an increase in funding for short breaks. It also describes how the big changes to housing benefit and welfare payments such as child benefit, child tax credit and working tax credits, the mobility element of the Disability Living Allowance, council tax benefit and cold weather payments may impact on families with a disabled child. 3. Strength in Numbers report published by Charities Commission

Collaborating with other charities works and brings real benefits, small charities have said in a new report published today by the Charity Commission. The research shows collaboration is more likely to happen and more likely to succeed when charities network and get to know each other first. In response, the Commission is encouraging charity trustees to consider getting to know potential local partners, since many charities who had not collaborated said it was because they had never been approached.

4. Legal Update: Events, Licensing and Campaigning

Legal updates recently added or updated on the legal update website for voluntary organisations. * End of PPL (licence to play copyright music) exemption for charities and other not-for profit organisations – from 1 January 2011, but with a grace period until 1 January 2012 during which charities and other non-governmental not-for-profit organisations won’t have to pay. * Home Office review of the Licensing Act 2003, including premises licensing, temporary event notices (TENs) and club premises certificates.* Additional mandatory conditions for alcohol-licensed premises from 1 October 2010 (already reported in legal update 1026). * Simplified paperwork for street parties and fetes (start planning your royal wedding festivities now).

5. Portability of CRB Checks

The Criminal Records Bureau has announced that it intends to make it possible for employers to share CRB checks, reducing the need for multiple checks. The Government aims to introduce this as part of legislation in the Freedom Bill, once detailed proposals have been modelled, developed and tested.

6. New Strategy for the Voluntary and Community Sector
The Government launched a new strategy for the voluntary and community sector at the NCVO yesterday. The strategy pulls together a range of existing policies and some new initiatives for supporting the sector in the challenging times ahead. Rt Hon Francis Maude MP, Minister for the Cabinet Office and Nick Hurd MP, Minister for Civil Society spoke of the need to ‘re-cast the relationship between the state and the sector’ and outlined the role of the voluntary and community sector in empowering communities, opening up public services and promoting social action. http://www.ncvo-vol.org.uk/building-stronger-civil-society  As part of this new strategy, the Government has launched a consultation in which it is seeking your views on how it can improve the effectiveness of the advice and support that is available to frontline organisations. 7. Young Carers
There are four times more young carers in the UK than are officially recognised, figures published by the BBC suggest. One in 12 of the 4,029 schoolchildren asked by the BBC said they had caring responsibilities - such as dressing, washing or bathing family members. If the survey reflects the UK as a whole, it would mean there are about 700,000 young carers in the UK. 11. Help with your Community Project from BANES Youth Offending Team: Community Reparation 
Alex Morris, works for BANES Youth Offending Team, as part of his role he is the Reparation Manager. He organises reparation projects in B&NES, this means that some young people who have committed minor offences will need to do an activity that gives back to the community, similar to community service. Alex is currently trying to find new projects in the BANES area and was wondering if anyone could assist him in doing this.
The best way to describe what BANES Youth Offending Team can offer is free work completed by young people, they are insured and the young people are supervised. They can transport young people to areas and they can provide basic tools and equipment. The drawbacks are that the work they do is on an adhoc basis, i.e. they can sometimes do 3 sessions in a week other times the organisation may not hear from them for 2 months.
They have some very successful projects running at the moment. which include helping out at the Barnardos Charity shop, maintaining Abbots Wood - Keynsham, helping out at the soup run in Walcott street, to name a few. 12. Attracting Young People as Charity Trustees
The Charity Commission has published new research into the experiences of young people as charity trustees and young volunteers' attitudes to and awareness of trusteeship. It finds that only half a per cent of charity trustees are aged 18 to 24, although they are 12% of the adult population. Few young people know about the role, and charities are not doing enough to think creatively about how to attract them, according to the Commission.
