Terms & Conditions
1. Proof of identity is required when and individual or family joins. 2 proofs are required ie. utility bill, driving licence, income / child benefit book.

2. Maximum loan period is one month. If toys are not returned within this time a reminder will be sent. If the toy is not returned additional hire fees will be requested. If you are unable to return the toy on time, please ring and we will make alternative arrangements.

3. Once the toy has been booked out and taken from The Hut / group it is the responsibility of the borrower. Toys should be returned complete and in clean and undamaged condition.

4. Where pieces are missing. A fine may be charged.
When pieces are found, please return them as soon as possible.

5. Where toys are returned broken or damaged, a donation is asked for, to contribute to repairs or replacements. Toys must be returned.

6. Before toys are available to borrow, we will check that they are safe to play with. Whilst you are borrowing them you must ensure they are safe to be used, any possible danger must be reported to the library.

7. We reserve the right to cancel membership to anyone who consistently returns toys late, damaged or incomplete.

8. A valid membership card must be shown when borrowing and returning toys.

9. Where a child borrows a toy, it is their parent / carer’s who is responsible for its return.

10. Some toys are age dependent and we reserve the right not to allow toys to be borrowed. Where toys and equipment need to have adult supervision. Only an adult will be entitled to borrow them.
