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What is a Toy Library?

[image: image6.emf]A Toy Library is somewhere you can come and borrow toys, games and equipment. It works like a book library with a small fee from 20p a week for a toy. We also provide Outreach Sessions.

Who can use the toy library?

Any family with children under 16 years of age living in 

B&NES; anyone who works with children in B&NES and 

any setting which provides for children and young people in 
B&NES.
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How do I join the Toy Library?
         


  

You need to complete a simple application form and bring it along to a Toy Library session with two forms of identification showing your address. You will then be given a Membership Card and can start borrowing toys.

What sorts of things can I borrow from the Toy Library?

We have a huge variety of toys, games and equipment for children from birth to 16 years.  Board games, dressing up, role play equipment, musical instruments, baby toys and mats, walkers, dolls houses, construction including Lego and K'nex, Imaginative toys, puzzles, sports equipment, camping and tents, skateboard ramps, karaoke machine, go-kart and large group games. 

We do not have any toys relating to war, computer games or dolls.

What if I lose a part or something gets broken?

Don’t worry! Please keep an eye open for the missing part and if it turns up, please return it to us. If something gets broken, please bring it back and we will contact the Manufacturer to see if it can be replaced.



When is the Toy Library open?

The Toy Library is open on the first and third Saturday of each month and the first and third Monday of each month from 10am to 12.30pm at The Hut, Newton Road, Twerton.
We also have Outreach sessions at the following locations:              

Mondays -  Bumps and Babies, The Lamb Inn, Clandown 9 – 11am and Baby Clinic at Southdown Methodist Church Hall, The Hollow 1.30 - 3pm

Wednesdays - Bumps & Babies, First Steps, Dominion Road 10am – 12noon alternating with Parent & Toddlers, Salvation Army, Odd Down 9 -11am. There is also a session every week at St.Martin's Garden Children Centre 1 - 2.30pm

Thursdays - Baby Clinic at First Steps, Woodhouse Road 10am – 12 noon.

How long can I borrow toys for?
For up to two weeks or a month. However, if you are a part of a group you can borrow the toys for longer. If your child is enjoying playing with something and you would like to keep it longer, just ring the Toy Library and we can check that no-one else is on the waiting list to borrow it.

How many toys can I borrow at one time?

You can usually borrow up to 2 toys per child. If you would like to borrow more toys, please ask the Toy Library Development Worker.

How can I make a suggestion?

Please chat with the Development Worker or the Outreach Worker and tell them your ideas. Alternatively we have a suggestion box and book for ideas to be written down in.
