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Bath Area Play Project (BAPP) run this community holiday playscheme for children and young people aged 5 to 12 years of age. Every child is welcome to attend any or all of the twice daily sessions. Where children need additional support, please do not hesitate to talk to any member of staff.

Playschemes generally run Monday to Friday and are open to all children and young people

10am – 12.00pm    CLOSED FOR LUNCH    and
1 – 3pm

During these times, qualified, experienced staff will ensure that the environment is safe for play and provide a wide range of different play opportunities suitable for all children.

Activities may be initiated by children or the staff and there will be a timetable on display each week showing what is going on. Staff led activities may include art and craft / messy play, physical/ sporty type play, games and quizzes, team games and group activities. Some types of play are more risky than others but staff comply with all regulations and check all equipment before use.

At the playscheme in addition to the timetable, policies and procedures will be on display which staff work to at all times – Equal Opportunities, Health & Safety, Child Protection, Medication, Discipline and Behaviour and Complaints.

Should you wish to speak to anyone about any of the policies or make a complaint, please speak to the Senior Playworker or ring the Project Co-ordinator on Bath 832479. 

We very much welcome parents/ carers / volunteer involvement at all of our playschemes – please ask if you would like to get involved.

Where day trips are organised, all parents and carers will be asked to complete and sign a Consent Form and provide a packed lunch, drink and entrance fee. (Subsidies may be available – please speak to the Senior Playworker). These are open to all but may be number limited and offered on a first come, first served basis or to a particular age group.
Please tell any playworkers anything which might help us work with you / your child – any allergies? On any medication? Need help with particular tasks? Special diet? Any language other than English?

Should anyone have an accident at playscheme or on a trip, there are who are qualified first aiders and have to complete an Accident Book. Where parents collect children they will be asked to sign the accident book. If your child has an accident we will send a note home; please pop in and sign the book if you can.

Your child/ren have attended a FREE of charge open-access playscheme today run by BAPP at Foxhill Community Centre*/ Odd Down Youth Centre*/ Weston Centre 69*/ Southside Youth Centre*/St. Andrews Hall
Open –access playschemes mean that children and young people aged 5 – 12 years of age, can come and go as they please whilst the playschemes are open.

Usual opening times are Monday to Friday  10am – 12.00pm and 1- 3 pm
We do not operate childcare and children are not allowed to stay “on site” over the lunch period.

Whilst the playscheme is open children can leave at any time. Mostly children choose to stay for the duration of the session. If you have concerns about this, please talk to your child/ren and explain that they should stay at playscheme until the end of the session or until you collect them. We cannot prevent any children leaving the site.

The playscheme is designed for children aged 5 – 12 years of age. Children MUST be in Year 1 in school to attend. The activities offered will not necessarily be suitable for children under 5 due to our insurance and the higher staff:child ratio required where children under 5 need extra supervision. However if an adult 18+ accompanies a child under 5 they are perfectly welcome to stay but they are the responsibility of that adult and NOT BAPP.

As with all play, some types are more risky than others e.g. accidents may occur more in football compared to painting. In signing this consent you are in agreement that your child/ren have the option of whether to be involved in different types of play and staff will assess the degree of risk of an activity according to the age and ability of the child and their experience of playwork.

In order to comply with the latest legal requirements, children should have written permission from their parent or carer to attend the playscheme. We appreciate that this is not particularly child-centred and against the child’s right to play. However to enable us to register the playscheme with OFSTED we would appreciate if you could give your written consent by signing the slip and asking your child/ren to return it to the next playscheme session they attend.
